Documents / Details required to be submitted with programme proposals. 

i. Copy of Empanelment letter.

ii. A copy of passport size photograph of the producer/applicant, duly attested by a Gazetted Officer. 

iii. Subject, title, language, theme, category, genre (e.g. Fiction, Documentary, Quiz, etc) of the programme, 

iv. Detailed story line in case of serials. Story/ topic, broad outline of treatment and script for single episode programmes, 

v. Detailed scenario script / screenplay of all episodes with concept and treatment, in case of a short serial of up to 4 episodes. In case of longer serials, synopsis of all episodes or 26 episodes, whichever is less, along with detailed scenario script/ screenplay for four episodes, 

vi. Details of the production team including names, bio-data and addresses of the Director, Researcher, script writer director of photography and music director alongwith a written confirmation from each one, agreeing to be engaged for the production of the programme. No change in he production team, once intimated, will be made without the prior consent of Prasar Bharati. 

vii. Cost of production containing the full details of budget break up at pre-production, production and post production stages. (These may be in a Separate sealed cover, super scribed, Proposed Budget inside the main cover). The programmes are planned on the basis of Fixed Budget. 
viii. For production of quickies, spots etc. The same details would be furnished along with a complete storyboard and details of post production. 

ix. An affidavit to the effect that (a) the applicant shall have no objection to cancellation of the programme assignment, if any information furnished is found to be incorrect, (b) that no immediate family member is on the staff of Prasar Bharati and (c) that no other family member has submitted programme proposals. 

All Empanelled producers  (applicants) should note that:

1. Not more than one proposal will be accepted from a producer at present, even if he/she has been empanelled for more than one language.
2. The proposals on a particular topic/ subject for FICTION BASED programmes are not proposed for more than 13 (Thirteen) episodes.

3. The proposals on a particular topic/ subject for Non FICTION BASED programmes are not proposed for more than 6 (Six) episodes.

4. All documents/ Affidavit will be submitted with the proposals. Additional time for submission of such documents will not be given. 

5. Original documents will have to be provided for verification when asked for by Prasar Bharati. 

6. EACH PROPOSAL WILL CARRY AS ITS FIRST PAGE, AN INDEX INDICATING ALL THE ABOVE WITH THEIR PAGE NUMBERS.

PROCESSING FEE  


Each programme proposal shall be accompanied by a non-refundable processing fee of the value of Rs. 5,000/- (Rupees Five thousand). The processing fee shall be submitted in the form of a crossed Bank draft payable to ‘PB,BCI, Directorate General, Doordarshan’, New Delhi.
