Tender for content transfer facility from HDCAM to HDCAM, DIGI BETA, DVCPRO 50 and DVD alongwith provision of required media under the Host Broadcaster assignment  
1. Background 
Doordarshan, a constituent of Prasar Bharati (Broadcasting Corporation of India) is the Host Broadcaster of Commonwealth Games Delhi 2010.The Host Broadcaster (HB) is required to make copies of various Pre-game Program capsules, Queen’s baton Relay capsules, News updates and Vignettes produced in HDCAM. The copies are to be made in various formats viz. HDCAM, DIGIBETA, DVCPRO50 and DVDs. The copies are to be distributed to the Rights Holding Broadcasters, other broadcasters and Organizing Committee – Commonwealth Games Delhi2010. The Host Broadcaster intends to outsource the entire activity on turnkey basis from one entity to maintain quality, uniformity and better records up-keeping of the work spread over for nearly 10 months. The details of the facility and services are specified in the Broad scope of facilities and services. 

2. Eligibility Criteria
2.1
The entity should have experience in production, post production in HDTV (1920 X 1080/ 50/ I) technology in broadcasting field.
2.2 The entity should have sufficient HDCAM VTRs, atleast two HDCAM players and two HDCAM recorders. At the same time atleast one DIGIBETA and one DVC PRO 50 recorders should also be available with it. For quality check, entity should have atleast one HD Waveform Monitor and one SD waveform Monitor in its workflow and available at its site office for the said transferring facilities.
2.3 The transferring facility is to be made available in New Delhi.
2.4 Financial Strength: The entity should have annual turnover of atleast INR one crore (Rs. 1 Crore) in each of the last three financial years.
Required supporting documents like experience certificate (s), documents reflecting financial strength like audited annual report, IT return, availability of equipment and facility as mentioned at Clause 2.2, 2.3 are to be submitted alongwith Technical Bid by the entity, failing which the bid is liable to be rejected. If requested by HB to assess the eligibility of the entity, the entity is required to show the availability of equipment, work flow and transferring facility at its office in New Delhi. Non- availability of required equipment and transferring facility as desired above by HB would lead to rejection of the bid. 
3. Broad Scope of facilities and services
3.1 The facility and services of transferring content from master HDCAM tapes to HDCAM, DIGIBETA, DVCPRO50 and DVD format is to be set up by the entity. The entity has to provide the facilities and services at New Delhi for better coordination and quality check. The facilities and services are to be extended for its use by Host Broadcaster from time to time w.e.f. January 2010 till the end of the Commonwealth Games in October 2010.
3.2 The Host Broadcaster will be providing master HDCAM Tapes to the entity as detailed below:
a) Pre-game Programs Tapes of 30 min duration on monthly basis for 10 months till October 2010.  Total 10 tapes will be provided.

b) News Updates Tapes of 5 to 10 min duration till October 2010. Around 50 such tapes will be provided.

c) Vignettes of 5 min, 2.30 min and 0.30 min duration will be provided time to time till October 2010. Total number of such vignettes would be 19.
d) Tapes pertaining to Queen’s Baton Relay coverage of Different duration (5 min, 10 min, 15 min). Total 20 such tapes would be provided by HB.   

3.3 The entity would  make copies of the all the master tapes provided from time to time according to the requirement raised by the Host Broadcaster in the desired format.
3.4 The entity has to hand over all the copies of the tapes within three days from the date of handing over the master tape for transferring. All tapes including the master tapes and copies made thereof are property of HB.
3.5 Provision of Tapes and  DVDs
3.5.1 The entity has to provide fresh media for recording which include HDCAM, DIGIBETA and DVCPRO tapes and DVDs.
3.5.2 The tapes required for the transfer of content would depend on the duration of the Master tapes.  The entity has to provide appropriate tapes (of individual format as specified at 3.1 and 3.2) to match the duration of the master tape. The media provided should be from the reputed manufacturer and proven one in the broadcast industry. The Host Broadcaster envisages the requirement of tapes of various formats is as given below.  Further breakup is also given for the ease of provision of different duration of tapes.  This may vary depending upon the actual requirement but within the number mention against each of the format. 
a) HDCAM-

3.6 Transfer Facility 
3.6.1 Transfer facility should have the HDCAM players while the recorders would be HDCAM for HDTV, DIGIBETA and DVCPRO 50 for SDTV. For transfer on DVD, the entity may use multiple DVD recorders or nonlinear edit suits. The NLE should capture the HDTV signal from HDCAM deck in native format to ensure no loss of quality.
3.6.2 Measuring equipment including HD Waveform monitor, SD Waveform monitor should be part of the facility provided to ensure, monitor and check the quality of Video and Audio signals. Display devises provided in the set up should have the native resolution of 1920 x 1080i or better. Speakers from the reputed and proven make should be provided for sound monitoring.
3.6.3 Uniform quality of the copied/ transferred material should be maintained including video level, chroma level and audio levels. The copies should be exact replica of the master in quality, whether in one format or other. 
3.6.4 HB will undertake random check of quality of copies made by the entity for certification of quality-check and satisfactory report for release of payment. If performance is not satisfactory during the quality-check, it has to be rectified by the entity by next day, failing which payment will be deducted for that stage of work.

3.7 Logging  
3.7.1 The entity has to create and maintain a log of the Audio Video material. A dop sheet is to be prepared and placed in each of the copies made. The log of the material is to be produced whenever asked by the HB.
3.7.2 The copies in the tape should be properly marked and stickers are to be applied for better identification. The labels should carry details of content, duration and sound channels.
3.7.3 DVDs are to be labels with the printed stickers clearly displaying short description of content, duration and sound channels.
3.7.4 A mini Tape Library is to be maintained at its premises in New Delhi by the entity on behalf of HB. 

3.7.5 The HB will provide the list of addresses of Right holder Broadcasters, CGF, OC and other Broadcasters to whom these tapes, DVDs are to be dispatched. As per the requirement of the Host Broadcaster, the entity has to hand over the tapes and DVDs in the envelope packed properly, labeled with printed addresses and ready to dispatch. HB will arrange the dispatch thereafter.
4 Instructions to the entity 
4.1 The entity has to submit two bids Technical and Financial bid (Price Bid) as per the ‘Two bid’ system. Both the bids are required to be placed in separate envelopes and these two envelopes are to be placed in the outer envelope.
4.2 The technical bid should contain all the enclosures mentioned in this document, technical details of the equipment to be supplied, such as Make & Model, Specifications, etc. Blanked price schedule with rate and amount columns should also be enclosed in the technical bid. Earnest Money in the form of Demand Draft from Nationalized/ Scheduled bank is to be enclosed along with the Technical bid.
4.3 The Financial Bid in the proforma of price schedule given under the Hiring charges is to be submitted in the separate envelope as mentioned above.
4.4 The entity has to submit two hard copies (one ‘original’ and another ‘duplicate’) and one soft copy of the technical bid whereas only one financial bid (‘original’) is to be submitted. 
4.5 All the pages of the tender document submitted are to be signed by an authorized representative of the entity. Technical bid should contain authorization letter in this regard.
4.6 The authorization letter for attending the opening of the Tender is to be presented at the time of opening and enclosed along with the tender. The entity has to furnish it in the Form-2 of this document 
4.7 First Technical bid would be opened and evaluated based on the documents submitted for eligibility criteria, compliance for scope of facilities and services and enclosures as mentioned at Clause 5.4 of the tender document. If required, demo/ technical presentation would be taken by HB as part of Technical evaluation as per Clause 5.5.1. Financial bid would be opened of those entity (ies) only who have been declared technically eligible (who meet the eligibility criteria, comply with the scope of facilities and services and other requirements as specified at Clause 5.4 in the tender document) in the technical evaluation. Financial bid would be opened in presence of authorized representative (s) of entity (ies), who wish to attend the same.
4.8 The financial bid should be submitted in accordance to the proforma given at Clause 5.6.5 in the tender document and it is inclusive of all facilities & services, taxes, levies, insurance, service tax, etc. The financial bid would be ranked in accordance to Lumpsum price (Grand Total). The financial bid with minimum Lumpsum price (Grand Total) would be ranked as L1 bid. The entity with L1 bid would be declared successful entity and the acceptance of the bid would be communicated by fax/ e-mail by the HB.  
5 General Conditions
5.1 The performance of the supplied equipment should be guaranteed for trouble free operation. Standby arrangement to meet the unforeseen condition/failure is to be provided by the entity.
5.2 The entity should quote the price including transportation, Handling, installation dismantling and required manpower. The period of the hiring would be till the end of the Games in October 2010.
5.3 Doordarshan will not be responsible for any kind of insurance, transportation, Accommodation, Food/ catering for the associated personnel deputed by the entity.
5.4 Enclosures:
The firm must submit the following enclosures along with the Technical bid to facilitate technical evaluation:

a) Documents pertaining to satisfy eligibility criteria and required equipment as mentioned at Clause 2 above
b) Technical details of equipment alongwith work-flow of proposed transferring facility  
c) Tender form in accordance with Form-1 in this tender document
d) Check list as given at the end of this document
e) Authorization letter to attend tender opening as given in Form-2 in this document
f) Demand draft of Rs. 2, 00, 000 (Rupees Two Lakhs only) as given at Clause 5.7.4 in the tender document.
g) Any other document mentioned elsewhere in the tender document.

The bid is liable to be rejected in the absence of above enclosures with the sole responsibility of the bidder.

5.5 Demo/ Inspection
5.5.1 If required, bidder has to demonstrate the working of complete equipment chain during the technical evaluation of bid before acceptance of offer.
5.5.2 The equipment shall be subjected to inspection by Doordarshan officials at site before the installation.

5.6 Hiring Charges
5.6.1 The entity must quote item wise charges for hiring of all the items. The price should be all inclusive i.e. freight, duties, attendant charges and taxes if any.

5.6.2 HB will not be responsible for any type of transportation, accommodation and extension of facilities 

5.6.3 The price bid should include all required equipment, operational crew, site office, recording media and recurring expenditure. 

5.6.4 The price bid enclosed along with the technical bid should have the Rate and Amount columns blanked.

5.7.4 The entity is required to submit earnest money deposit (EMD) amounting Rs 1,28,000 (Rupees One lakh twenty eight thousand only) by demand draft in favour of Prasar Bharati, Broadcasting Corporation of India: PB (BCI) along with the technical bid. A bid made without deposit of Earnest Money shall be summarily rejected/ ignored.
5.7.5 The bid not fulfilling any condition, Eligibility criteria as laid down in the bid document will be rejected without any further reference.
5.7.6 Acceptance of bid: HB will communicate acceptance of a bid by Fax/email. Letter of Award (LOA) would be issued to the successful entity immediately after receiving the acceptance of offer by the successful entity. 
5.7.7 The EMD of unsuccessful entity (ies) would be returned within one month from the date of signing of the contract with the successful entity. EMD of successful entity would be returned immediately after submission of Performance Bank Guarantee.
5.7.8 Performance Bank Guarantee would be 10% of the Contract price (the L1 bid price), which would be submitted by the successful entity alongwith signing the contract. Performance Bank Guarantee would be from any Nationalized or Public Sector Bank recognized by RBI. 
5.7.9 Terms of payment: 10% payment would be made to the entity after signing the contract. Rest 90% payment would be made within 15 days period after the successful completion of the activity, duly certified by HB team. 
5.7.10 The contract, including all matters connected with it, shall be governed by Indian laws, both substantive and procedural, for the time being in force. All disputes shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of Courts at New Delhi.
5.7.11 The successful entity would sign a contract with the HB. The contract will be based on the terms and condition of the tender document.
5.7.12 In case of failure of equipment at the time during the period of the contract the entity should be liable to refund the hundred percent payment along with the penalty of double the amount of the equipment rate amount.
5.7.13 The decision of the HB shall be final while finalizing the bid.
5.7.14 By merely applying for the bid & fulfilling the criteria does not guarantee the allotment of assignment.
5.7.15 The bidder should not directly or indirectly relate to any employee of Doordarshan/ Prasar Bharati.
5.7.16 Each entity should annex the copies of the balance sheet of last three years/IT returns along with PAN card / Service tax no. while applying for the bid, failing which the bid is liable to be rejected.
5.7.17 Any unusual efforts to secure the project shall disqualify the entity from the tenders and blacklisting the bidder.
5.7.18 The entity has not been black listed/debarred or in dispute with Prasar Bharati or its constituents, i.e. Doordarshan and/ or AIR at any stage.
5.7.19 HB reserves its right to annul the selection process at any time prior to the Letter of Award (LOA) without incurring any liability towards the entity(ies).
