The HB is required to produce and cover the
designated sports-events and ceremonies from various Competition- Venues and
non Competition- Venues in accordance with the International standards. The HB
intends outsourcing the aforesaid services, interalia, for Provision of Broadcast
facilities in respect of designated Sporting and Non- Sporting events relating to the
said GAMES, from potential entities on supply, installation, testing, commissioning,

decommissioning basis.

The Bids are invited on 6 Two b+ Techrscal Bid armd &inancial Bid for the
provision of Broadcast Facilities at Venues. Integrated requirement of the facilities
and services to be provided by the Entity (ies) are detailed in the Terms of

The Entity (ies) should familiarize themselves with local conditions and take them into

account while preparing their Bids.

The Entity (ies) shall be responsible for all of the costs associated with the
preparation of its Bid. For presentation to be made to HB, if any, and subsequent
negotiation, including visits to HB, Venues etc. HB will not be responsible or in any
way liable for such costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the Selection

Preparation Of Financial Bid

The Financial Bid should cover all costs of d’rovision of Broadcast facilities at

venueso for supply, installation, testing, commissioning and de-rig of facilities

clearing the respective venue after the completion of Games. The Financial Bid

should be inclusive of but not limited to the cost of hiring equipment, deployment,

the event. The Bid should also cover cost of travel, freight, insurance, local
transportation, carnet/bond and other related expenses including rigging, de-rigging

and commissioning, etc.

All the tax liabilities including but not limited to service tax, luxury tax, custom duties,
Bonds/Carnet, license fee, insurance cost, and other impositions as applicable in
INDIA shall be deemed to be included in the financial Bid. The entity is required to

guote PAN number and service tax number.

The Financial Bid shall include all commercial implications and all applicable taxes.

Bid Price shall remain firm and fixed for the entire period of execution of Work Order.

The Entity (ies) should submit the Financial Bid as Lumpsum amount for the
complete project as per Terms Of Reference (Section 3) and Scope of work and
Services (Section 4) in Indian Rupees and should be inclusive of all taxes as
applicable.

Earnest Money Deposit

I. An Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) of Rs 30 lacs (INR Thirty Lacs only) in
the form of Crossed Bank Draft of any Nationalised/Scheduled bank, valid
for six months, must be submitted in a separate envelope along with the
Bid.

IV. No interest shall be payable by the HB for the sum deposited as Earnest Money

V. Forfeiture of Earnest Money Deposit: The Earnest Money deposited by the
entity shall be forfeited by the Host Broadcaster (HB) in the following events:

e If Bid is withdrawn during the validity period or any extension thereof.

VI. EMD of the unsuccessful entities would be returned back within one month of
issuance of the Work Order to successful Entity.

VII. EMD of the successful Entity will be returned after issuance of the Work Order
and on Submission of Performance Security Deposit by Entity within the

2.11 Performance Guarantee

2.11.1 The entity shall be required to deposit an amount equal to 10% of the Bid Price as
Performance Guarantee in the form of Bank Guarantee within 15 (fifteen) days of

issue of Letter of Award.

2.11.2 The Performance Guarantee shall be in the form of an irrevocable unconditional
Bank Guarantee as per format given at Appendix -ll, issued by a Nationalised Bank/

2.11.3 It is expressly understood and agreed that the Performance Guarantee is intended

to secure performance of entire Work Order , failing which the Entity will be deemed
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to be in default of the Work Order It is also expressly understood and agreed that
the Performance Guarantee is not intended to cover all the damages detailed /

stipulated in various clauses of Work Order

2.11.4 The above Performance Security Deposits shall be released after the successful

completion of the GAMES. This guarantee shall be valid until 31st Dec 2010

2.11.5 Should the assignment period, for whatever reason is extended, the Entity(ies), shall
at his own cost, get the validity period of Bank Guarantee in respect of Performance
Guarantee furnished by them extended and shall furnish the extended / revised
Bank Guarantee to HB before the Expiry date of the Bank Guarantee originally

furnished.

2.11.6 The Bank Guarantee issued by any Bank other than specified at Clause No: 2.11.2

shall not be accepted.

2.12 Conflict of Interest

2121HBG6s policy requires that Entity shoul
advice and at all times hold HBOs int

other assignments or their own corporate interests.

2.12.2 Without limitation on the generality of the foregoing, Entities shall be considered to
have a conflict of interest and shall not be recruited, under any of the circumstances

set forth below:

a) The Entity ( including its Personnel) that has a business or family relationship
with a member of HB staff who is directly or indirectly involved in any part of (i)
the preparation of the Terms of Reference and Scope of work & services of the
assignment, (ii) the selection process for such assignment, or (iii) supervision of
the Works, may not be awarded a Work Order, unless the conflict stemming from
this relationship has been resolved in a manner acceptable to HB throughout the

selection process and execution of the Work Order.
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b) The Entity has an obligation to disclose any situation of actual or potential conflict
that impacts their capacity to serve the best interest of HB, or that may
reasonably be perceived as having this effect. Failure to disclose said situations

may lead to the disqualification of the Entity or the termination of Work Order.

2.13 Confidentiality
Information relating to evaluation of Bids and recommendations concerning awards
shall not be disclosed to the Entities who have submitted the Bids or to other
persons not officially concerned with the process. The undue use by any Entity (ies)
of confidential information related to the process may result in rejection of its Bid and

adversely affect its future prospects.

2.14 Submission, Receipt, and Opening of Bids

2.14.1 The original Bids (Technical Bid and Financial Bid) shall contain no interlineations or
overwriting, except as necessary to correct errors made by the Entity themselves.
The person who signs the Bid must initial such corrections. Submission letters for
both Technical and Financial Bids should respectively be in the format of FORM
TECH-1 and FORM FIN-1.

2.14.2 An authorized representative of the Entity shall sign the Bid and also initial all
pages of the original Technical and Financial Bids. The authorization shall be in
the form of a written power of attorney accompanying the Bid or in any other form
demonstrating that the representative has been duly authorized to sign. The said
authorisation letter should have seal and signature of all the Consortium-members
as given at Appendix T 1. In case the Entity (ies) wishes to change the Authorised
Signatory from the one identified at the Bid submission Stage, the Entity (ies) would
be required to furnish a fresh Power of Attorney in the name of the new Signatory.

2.14.7 The Bids must be sent to the address/addresses indicated in the Data Sheet and

received by HB not later than the time and the date indicated in the Data Sheet. Any
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Bid received by HB after the deadline for submission shall be returned unopened
against acknowledgement or Registered AD post/ courier. If Proposal due date is a
holiday then the next working day will be considered Submission date. HB will not be

responsible for any postal delay.

2.14.8 The envelope containing EMD shall be opened first and any Entity (ies) whose EMD

2.14.9 HB shall open the Technical Bids as per the schedule prescribed in the Data Sheet
after the deadline for their submission is over.

2.15 Bid Evaluation

2.15.1 From the time the Bids are opened and up to the time the Work Order is awarded,
any effort by Entity to influence HB in the examination, evaluation, ranking of Bids,
canvassing in any form or recommendation for Letter of Award, may result in the

rejection &Bfd the Entityods

2.15.2 Evaluators of Technical Bids shall have no access to the Financial Bids until the

technical evaluation is concluded.

2.16 Evaluation of Technical Bids

2.16.1 The envelope containing EMD shall be opened first and any Entity (ies) whose EMD
is not in conformity with the Clause 2.10 will be treated as non responsive and the

Technical Bid will not be opened.

2.16.2 The Technical Evaluation Committee shall evaluate the Technical Bids on the basis
of their responses to the Terms of Reference (Section-3) and Scope of work &
Services (Section 4), Eligibility criteria at clause 2.1.2 under the Instruction to Entity
(section 2) and Standard Technical forms FORM TECH-1 to TECH-6 applying the

evaluation criteria, sub-criteria as specified in the Tender document.

2.16.4 The BID is liable to be treated as non responsive, if, it does not comply with any of

2.17 Opening and Evaluation of Financial Bids

2.17.1 After the Technical Evaluation is completed, HB shall inform in writing to the
technically qualified Entities the time and location for opening the Financial Bids.
Entity's attendance at the opening of Financial Bids is optional. Attendance shall be

recorded and signed by all present.

2.17.2 Financial Bids shall be opened publicly in the presence of the Entity's
representatives who choose to attend. The name of the Entities w h o Beshnical Bid
is found qualified shall be read out. The Financial Bid of the Entities, who technically
qualify will then be inspected to confirm that they have remained sealed and
unopened. These Financial Bids of the Entities, who technically qualify shall be then
opened, and the Lumpsum amount as mentioned in FORM FIN-1 read aloud and

recorded.

2.17.3 The Financial Evaluation Committee will correct any computational errors. When
correcting computational errors, in case of discrepancy between a partial amount
and the total amount, or between words and figures the former will prevail. In
addition to such corrections, all items indicated and described in the Technical Bid
but not priced, shall be assumed to be included in the prices of other activities or
items. In case an activity or line item is quantified in the Financial Bid differently from

the Technical Bid, no corrections will be applied to the Financial Bid in this respect.

Apart from the spaces mentioned above approach to each of them within the Broadcast
Compounds is to be created by means of provision of passage of 1.5 meter width as
depicted in the given drawings

Overall Structure: The temporary structure is to be erected to create the said spaces
within the Broadcast Compound, for enabling smooth and speedy installation and
dismantling. The structure of the Broadcast Compound may be fabricated with the Iron
truss well grouted with the foundation on the levelled cemented floor. The structure is to be
covered with corrugated galvanised iron sheets of cement sheets. There should be
provision of treating the roof to attenuate rain sound. The external appearance is to be
enhanced by application of paint on the structures which will be uniform on all the venues.

The internal partition should be separated from the structure leavingat | east 3.

The structure height should be such that clear height after customization would be 11 feet.

Prefabricated structure can also be used to customize the required structure and spaces.
The said spaces are to be acoustically treated and well finished.

421  Partitioning

Partitioning within the Broadcast compound is to be provided to make the said space
modular. All the spaces and area mentioned above are to be formed by the portioning.
Appropriate partitioning should be provided to maintain the required acoustic. Partitioning
with block boards and zip boards on the wooden, iron or aluminium frame should be done.
The partitioning should meet requirement of STC-39 standards.

4.2.2 Flooring
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The level of the provided spaces for the installation of Broadcast Compound structure are
to be raised by at |l east 180 above the rigground |
the structure.

Proper steps are to be provided at all entry and exit gates. At the main entrance ramp
should be provided for the ease to transport the equipment on trolley and for physically
handicapped persons as per the international norms.

The flooring inside the created spaces should be harden with cement and finally finished
with the application of PVC carpets/ tiles. The PVC carpet should be of the thickness at
least 2 mm with wear resistant layer over it. Synthetic adhesive should be used to fix
PVC carpet over the cemented flooring after surfacing it with POP.

4.2.3 False Ceiling

The entity has to provide false ceiling in the required customized spaces with soft boards/
Gypsum board fixed into the Iron (powder coated) or aluminium channel.

4.2.4  Painting and Colouring

The internal walls of the spaces are to be finished with distemper/ plastic colours (single/
double layer). The walls of Broadcast Compound on which gypsum boards, soft boards are
fixed; are to be finished and coloured as mentioned above.

Exterior of the structure should be coloured for the good appearance. If the metal cladding
or glazing is applied no colouring is required.

425 Doors and Windows

Doors and glass windows are to be provided for access to each space created within the
structure for proper access and ventilation. Accessories like door closer, stopper, Aldrop,
door lock, tower bolt and Venetian blinds are to be provided.

4.2.6  Air- conditioning

All the spaces within the structure at all the venues are to be air conditioned. The entity has
to provide and install split AC units of adequate capacity as per the size of the rooms on
hiring basis. Employed AC unit should be noiseless and bear the rating above 3 stars. All
the necessary accessories and power supply distribution is the responsibility of the entity.

In Broadcast Compound the production offices and other areas are common whereas the
Production Control Areas are three types at various venues as detailed in clause 4.2 above.
The entity has to provide the air-conditioning in the respective Broadcast Compound as per
the employed Type of PCR there, i.e. Type-A, Type-B or Type-C. The details of required
tonnage capacity in the areas of the broadcast compound are given below area wise:

42.8 Electrical

The entity has to provide a power distribution panel (PDP) of 250 KVA capacity bus bar with
change over switch, 7 numbers of FN switches and TPN MCBs for distribution and metering
facility to monitor Voltage, current and frequency. Number of power distribution panel (PDP)
will be as per the deployment of OB Kits for the sports event coverage depending upon the
FOP.

FPN Switches in the PDP should have Ratings 125A X 1 and 63A X 6
TPN MCB employed in the PDP should have 125A x 1, 63A X 2 and 32A X 4

The electrical supply is of three different purposes namely Equipment supply, Domestic or
lighting supply and air-conditioning supply. Details of components of each of these are
given below.

The domestic supply is to be drawn from the main Power Distribution Panel (PDP) and is
to be distributed through a MCB box near to the PDP. From The MCB box different circuits
are to be created to cater to each of the rooms in the broadcast compound. The distribution
up to the MCB box will be on 3 phase and further distribution in each room will be on single
phase circuits. Proper load should be balanced on each phase.

The entity has to carry out electrical distribution/wiring of domestic supply and sufficient
illumination of the spaces with CFL lights. The electrical accessories like switches, plugs,
CFL light fittings/fixtures, fans, wires, switch boards are required to be provided by the
entity on hiring basis.

From the two 63A FPN switch 3P outlets at PDP, one is envisaged to run to the office block and
again split down via the 63A to 6 x 32A box with one to each room and the six to power the non
technical there. The other 63A 3P will go to the catering & toilet area to provide 4 x 32A 1p to
catering and a separate 32A 1P to each of the toilets. In both cases this should be enough to split
down to provide power & lighting.

For the distribution of the equipment supply 3 phase 440V, 5 wire system is to be
adapted. The power is to be drawn from the PDP and taken to each of the rooms where it
will be terminated into the MCB box. The provision for terminating it into the UPS should be
considered (UPS would be provided by the entity engaged for Production and Coverage
activities). The wiring after the MCB boxes will be there responsibility of the entity engaged
for Production and Coverage activity. The 125A FPN outletsis to power the equipment
supply. It is to go through the UPS and then split to 2 x 63A 3P outlets. These then run to
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the technical cables and split into 12x 32A 1P outlets. These then split via the 16A boxes in
the individual rooms

Power earth, Neutral earth, and video/ equipment earth at venue is to be provided and
distributed by the entity at each Broadcast Compound at Venue. (Total 3 separate earths)

The power supply distribution for the air-condition units is to be separately done
independent from the equipment supply. The other remaining 4 FPN switches are to be
used to cater to the Air-conditioning power supply distribution.

Suggestive Schematics of PDP and distribution line diagram is given at Appendix-V(A)
respectively.

The electrical accessories used should be of ISI standard.
4.2.8 Fire fighting equipments

The entity has to provide CO, type and powder type fire fighting equipment in the Broadcast
Compound at each venue. The fire fighting equipment should cater to the A, B and C type
of fires. The CO, type fire fighting equipment should be of minimum 4.5 Kg container
capacity and Powder type fighting equipment should be of Minimum 5 Kg container
capacity. The number of each of the fire fighting equipment will depend on the area and the
installation of broadcasting equipments inside. The entity will calculate the required
equipment in the area and accordingly make assessment.

4.2.9 Cable Tray

The entity has to provide cable trays within the corridors or from the outside of the overall
structure to facilitate the cable connectivity between the technical rooms of the broadcast
compounds at various venues. The cable tray should support the load of all the cable. The
cable tray should be made from the perforated metal C channels of size min 1.5 feet (
Multiple channels could be used to meet the size of 1.5 feet) and supported at the walls/
Ceiling or externally supported if install outside the overall structure. The provision to
safeguard the cable from rain and direct sunlight is to be made if installed outside the
overall structure.

4.3 CAMERA PLATFORM / RISERS

At all the venues Camera platforms/Risers are to be installed according to the placement of the
cameras for Production and Coverage of individual sport event as per the international sports
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practice. The entity has to provide required 5 platforms for the Beauty Cameras to be mounted to
capture 24 hour live shots of within Delhi city as decided by the Host Broadcaster.

i) The Camera platforms/ Risers would be deployed at the field of play of individual sports event
as per the international practice. The platform should be constructed strictly in compliance to
the sizes as required at specified FOPs.

i) The building of Camera platform/ Rise must be undertaken by qualified scaffolders.

iii) All structures must be in steel tube/ angles and fittings with plan bracing to ensure a steady
base for the cameras and with loading of no less than 2kN/mz2

iv) All Camera platforms / risers must be ground anchored with ground anchor or mechanical
ties.

v) All access ladders must be timber/ Metal, correctly angled, fixed securely at top,

vi) All towers will need to be independent of all other structures to avoid vibration.

vii) Camera Pods must be fixed to towers where requested

viii) All towers must be scaffold tagged and checked every 7days or after adverse Weather

ix) All towers must have a double hand rail with the front top handrail no higher than 950mm.

X) All towers must have kicking boards to all 4 sides

xi) All towers must have gate access to working platform.

xii) The working platform deck should be constructed with 75mm x 50mm timber/ metal anglesr
and 18mm plywood

xiii) The Supplier must supply supporting paperwork for any structures constructed.
