ANNOUNCEMENT FOR COMMISSIONING OF PROGRAMMES IN RESPECT OF PROGRAMME PRODUCTION CENTRE(NE), DOORDARSHAN, GUWAHATI FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR 2007-08
Programme Production Centre(North East),Doordarshan, Guwahati invites proposal from Category A and Category B Private Empanelled Producers of this Centre against Hindi/ English Language for production of programmes on Commissioning Basis for the financial year 2007-08 in the Fiction and Non-Fiction categories as per instructions of the Directorate General; Doordarshan, New Delhi, under the provision of the guidelines for consideration, processing and approval of Commissioned Programmes for telecast on North-East Channels of Doordarshan on the following broad based Topics/ Subjects:-

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The proposals shall be in English /Hindi Language only. An approximate 500 (five hundred) numbers of episodes in Fiction category and 458 (four hundred fifty eight) numbers of episodes in Non – Fiction category are likely to be Commissioned. However, Doordarshan reserves the right to make changes in the number of programmes to be Commissioned, there type/genre, themes, subjects and the number of episodes at any stages and its decision in this regard shall be final. The commissioning will be in a Fixed Budget Basis. An amount of Rs. 2, 00,000/- (Rupees two lakhs) only per episode being the total cost of production (with 22.5 min. duration per episode) in Fiction category and Rs.1, 50,000/-(Rupees One lakh and fifty thousand) Only per episode for Non-Fiction Category (with 22.5 min. duration per episode) will be sanctioned which is inclusive of all taxes like Service Tax and any other such taxes which may be lavied by the Government from time to time and payable by the Producer.

A. All Empanelled Producers (applicants) should note that:

1. Each programme proposal should contain a non – refundable Processing Fee of Rs. 5,000/- (Rupees Five thousand) only in the form of a Crossed Bank Draft to be prepared in favour of “PBBCI, Directorate General, Doordarshan, New Delhi” for each Programme Proposal.

2. The proposals on a particular topic / subject for Non-Fiction Based programmes are not proposed for more than 3 (three) episodes.

3. The proposals on a particular topic / subject for Fiction Based programmes are not proposed for more than 5 (five) episodes.

4. No proposals will be valid without the required Processing Fee.

5. The Envelope containing the proposal be superscribed as proposal for commissioned programme with clear mentioned about the category of programmes, themes and genre and Empanelment Code number.

6. One self addressed Envelope (11”X5” in size) is given along with the proposal.

B. The following details are required to provide in all proposals:-

a) Themes / Subjects applied for. 

b) Programme Category, Genre (i.e., Fiction or Non-Fiction, Documentaries, Quiz etc.).

c) Number of Episodes applied for.

d) The language in which applied.

e) In case of Fiction based Programmes, detailed Scenario Script/Screen play of all the Episodes with concept and treatment and Authors copyright and agreement on appropriate Judicial Stamp Paper (for programmes upto 4 episodes)

f) In case of Non-Fiction Based programmes subject, type, Broad outline of Treatment and Script for single/all episodes as applied.
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g) Details of production team including names, bio-data and addresses of the Director, Researcher, Script Writer, Director of photography and Music Director alongwith written confirmation  of each one, agreeing to the engaged for the production of the programmes. No change in the production team, once intimated, will be made without the prior consent of Prasar Bharati.

h) Cost of production containing the full details of Budget Break-up at pre-production, production and post production stages (these may be in a separate sealed cover, superscribed, proposed budget inside the main cover, although the programmes are planned under Fixed Budget Basis.)

i) An affidavit to the effect that the applicant shall have no objection to cancellation of the programme assignment, if any information furnished is found to be incorrect at any stage of Commissioning of Programmes.

j) The Producer (Applicant) will produce such other documents and provide such other information at the time of presentation or any other point of time whenever required by Doordarshan.

k) Unsolicited, Suo-motto and incompleted proposals will not be accepted.

l) Two copies of Passport size Photographs of Producers/Directors duly attested by a Gazetted Officer on Separate Sheet of Paper must be submitted.
m) Proposals submitted by Producers in this Centre under different languages must pay separate Processing Fee.

Each proposal shall carry at its first page, an index indicating about the enclosures with their page numbers. All documents/affidavits should be submitted with the proposal. Additional time for submission of such documents will not be given. The Producer should bring the original documents when called for Oral Presentation as the same are required for verification by the Evaluation Committee during Oral Presentation or at any other point of time.

All Proposals should be submitted BY POST and must reach the Kendra on or before 6.00 P.M.  of 28-01-2008. No proposals will be received BY HAND under any circumstances. Proposals reaching the Kendra after the expiry of the fixed last date will not be entertained. No appeal to receive such proposals beyond the fixed last date on account of Postal delay, Bandh calls, Road Blockades etc. will be entertained. Hence it will be the responsibility of the Producer (applicant) to ensure submission of their proposal well in advance so that proposal reaches the Kendra on or before the last date & time of submission.
