Subject : One year contract for  hiring of taxis by Doordarshan News.


Tenders are invited from reputed agencies who are in the field of transportation of the taxis in Delhi and Satellite town of NCR for hiring of  taxis  (cars & vans) to meet the traveling/transportation needs of Doordarshan News, New Delhi, round the clock, as per the terms and conditions mentioned in Annexure-A.  Interested taxi operators based in Delhi and satellite towns – Ghaziabad, Noida, Faridabad and Gurgaon, and fulfilling the following eligibility conditions -

i) They should possess a minimum of 30 taxi-cars (Indica, Wagon-R, Esteem, Icon, indigo, Dezire & other similar cars) and/or taxi-vans (Tata Sumo, Chevrolet Tavera, Toyota Innova & other similar vans) registered in their or their firm’s name in the 2010- 2011 .
ii) They should have a minimum annual turnover of Rs 5 crores during the last 3 consecutive financial years, i.e., in the year  2008-09, 2009-10 and 2010-2011
iii) They should have experience in successfully executing similar contracts with at least 3 PSUs and/or Govt Departments during the preceding 3 years; 

iv) They should have EPF and ESI registration certificate alongwith latest challans

Vendors may submit their tenders - separately in two parts - Eligibility Bid as per Annexure–B1 and Commercial Bid as per Annexure-B2 – in two separate sealed envelopes super scribed as “Eligibility Bid for Doordarshan News for hiring of taxis” and “Commercial Bid for    Doordarshan News for hiring of taxis”, respectively.  The Eligibility Bid should be accompanied with an Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) of Rs 2 lac (Rupees two lac only) in the form of Bank Draft from Commercial Bank drawn in favour DDO DD News “PBBCI, New Delhi and a non refundable processing fee of Rs 2500/- in form of a Demand Draft from a Nationalized Bank in favour of DDO, DD News, PB BCI, New Delhi.

The sealed tenders should be submitted personally in room no 434, Tower B, Doordarshan Bhavan, Copernicus Marg, New Delhi latest by 3 PM on 27/01/2012.   Tenders received after the due date/time and/or not accompanied with Earnest Money Deposit and/or not accompanied with details and attested photocopies of the RCs of the minimum required 30 taxi-cars/taxi-vans registered in the name of the tenderer or his firm shall not be entertained at all.

The Eligibility Bids shall be opened on the same day at 4.00 PM i.e. on 27/01/2012 in the Conference Hall (4th floor) of the Doordarshan News.  Only one representative on behalf of each tenderer shall be allowed to be present during the opening of the tenders.  The position regarding opening of the Commercial Bids shall be intimated to the concerned tenderer in due course.

TERMS & CONDITIONS

1. The contract(s) shall be initially valid for a period of One year and shall be extendable by one more year if the services are satisfactory.  However, the extension will be on the sole discretion of Competent Authority.
2. Only those taxi operators, who are based in Delhi & satellite                                     
towns 
– Ghaziabad, Noida, Faridabad and Gurgaon, and who fulfil the eligibility 
conditions mentioned in the covering letter, shall be eligible to participate in 
the tendering.  

3. Each tenderer shall be required to provide the entire number of taxi-cars and/or taxi-vans as per requirement of DD News in case the agency is finally selected. 

8.
The travel/transport requirements of Doordarshan News shall include, inter-alia, picking-up and dropping of officers/shift-duty staff from and to their residences round-the-clock; travelling between office and the actual place of field duty/coverage's; transportation of coverage equipment; travelling between office and place of official meetings / conferences / seminars / functions etc; travelling to and from airports / railway stations; any other travel requirement.  
9.
At present Doordarshan News will be requiring 30 nos. of cars/taxi vans for day shit and 30 nos. for night shift.  on round-the-clock basis, which they will be meeting individually, as per their convenience and specific requirement on a particular day.  Doordarshan News reserve the right to increase or decrease the number of taxi-cars/taxi-vans hired from the concerned Transporter(s) as per their specific requirement on a particular day.   

10.
The payment shall be regulated as follows:-
i) Counting of mileage (Kilometres) and timing (duration of hire) will start from the hiring office and terminate at the taxi-stand of the Transporter at the end of a particular hiring.

ii) The rate applicable to a particular slab shall be payable if a vehicle exceeds either the duration or the kilometres of the previous slab.

iii) The rates shall be same for day as well as night hiring, i.e., nothing extra shall be payable for night hiring.

iv) Service Tax shall be paid extra as per the rates prevailing from time to time.

v) Parking and Toll Tax shall be paid on the spot by the concerned Transporter(s) (through their drivers) and the same shall be reimbursed to the Transporter(s) on monthly basis as per actuals by Doordarshan News alongwith bills of the month.
vi) Any upward or downward revision in the fuel prices by the Government shall be dealt with by the formula of enhancement of the hire charges by an amount equivalent to one-third of the slab rate multiplied by the percentage hike in the average price of the 3 kinds of fuels, i.e., Petrol, Diesel and CNG, as and when the average price of these 3 fuels increases or decreases  by a minimum of 10% over the previous average price.  

11.
The concerned Transporter(s) shall meet the transport requirements of the various offices as mentioned above, round-the-clock, through hiring of taxi-cars/taxi-vans as per the requisitions made by the respective transport in-charge and/or any other officer authorised by them from time-to-time. The Transporters shall always ensure punctual deployment of taxi-cars/taxi-vans to the concerned offices as and when requisitioned by the respective transport-in-charge and/or any other officer authorised by them. 

12.
Doordarshan News shall reserve the right to detain a particular hired  taxi-car/taxi-van for duty beyond the normal stipulated hours on any particular day without giving any prior notice to the concerned Transporter(s). 

13.
The concerned Transporter(s) shall ensure that the taxi-cars/taxi-vans deployed on hire to the above mentioned office(s) are not older than 30 months at any point of time during the contract(s).   

14.
The concerned Transporter(s) shall ensure that the taxi-cars/taxi-vans deployed on hire to the above mentioned office(s)  are in excellent working condition, engine-wise as well as appearance-wise. The concerned Transporter(s) shall also ensure that the odometers of such taxi-cars/taxi-vans are in perfect working order.  

15.
The concerned Transporter(s) shall ensure that each of the drivers of the  
taxi-cars/ taxi-vans deployed on hire to the concerned office(s) is well dressed in proper uniform, well trained, well behaved, and punctual and should be possessing valid driving licence and mobile phone. The concerned Transporter(s) shall further ensure that no such driver is under the influence of alcohol or any intoxicating drugs while on duty with the above mentioned office(s).


16.
The drivers shall not be entitled to any scheduled and/or fixed breaks for lunch, 
tea, dinner or any other refreshments.  In other words, for such purposes, the 
drivers shall have to manage from within the time available in between any 
particular two journeys without causing inconvenience of any kind to the 
officer(s) concerned.  Also, no mileage (extra) shall be allowed to the drivers for 
such purposes.

17.
Doordarshan News shall have the absolute 
right not to accept a particular driver without assigning any reason, whatsoever, to the concerned Transporter(s). The concerned Transporter(s) on its/their part(s) shall be responsible to replace such a driver at once.

18.
In case of any breakdown of a particular taxi-car/taxi-van deployed on hire to any of the concerned offices during the course of a particular journey, the concerned Transporter shall bear the actual cost incurred by the above mentioned offices to complete that particular journey by alternative means of equivalent standard. The concerned Transporter shall also be responsible to provide replacement of such                     broken-down taxi-car/taxi-van at once.

19.
The concerned Transporter(s) shall be fully responsible in case of any violation of traffic rule(s) by the drivers of the  taxi-cars/taxi-vans deployed on hire to the above mentioned  offices  as also in the event of any loss, damage or accident involving such taxi-cars/ taxi-vans. The 
above mentioned offices shall have no liability, whatsoever, in this regard. 

20.
The concerned Transporter(s) shall be fully responsible for any loss, damage or injury to any person, their belongings and/or any equipment being transported by the concerned offices taxi-cars/taxi-vans deployed on hire.

21.
The concerned Transporter(s) shall ensure that each and every taxi-car/taxi-van deployed on hire to the concerned offices is 
covered by an appropriate comprehensive insurance policy.

22
In case, the Transporter fails to deploy the actual number of taxi-cars/taxi-vans required by Doordarshan News on a particular day/occasion, the concerned office shall be free to make alternate arrangements of equivalent standard from other sources.  The entire and actual cost incurred by such concerned office on making such alternate arrangements shall be fully borne by the defaulting Transporter without any reference to the hire charges applicable under the contract with him.

23.
The concerned Transporter(s) shall ensure that proper account of each and every journey made by the taxi-cars/taxi-vans deployed on 
hire to the concerned offices is maintained by the respective drivers and is 
submitted to the transport-in-charge of Doordarshan News at the end of a particular day.

24.
The concerned Transporter(s) shall be required to deposit with Doordarshan News an amount of Rs 2 lac (Rupees two lac only) as  performance guarantee-cum-security deposit from a nationalized Bank  in the form of bank guarantee in
 favour of Doordarshan News  “PBBCI, New Delhi” within three days of  commencement of the contract(s).  The said deposit or part thereof shall be forfeited for any deficiency in service and/or breach of any of the terms and conditions of the proposed contract(s) by the Transporter. In addition, penalty as deemed appropriate may be imposed on the Transporter in this regard.

25.
The contract can be terminated before its normal validity period by either party 
by giving notice of minimum 45 days to the other party.  An Agreement is to be 
           Signed by the successful agency within 10 days from issue of the job order.

26.
In case of any dispute arising under the proposed contract the dispute shall be referred to a sole Arbitrator to be appointed by Chief Executive Officer Prasar Bharati Doordarshan.  Any decision of such Arbitrator shall be conclusive and binding on both the parties.  The 
arbitration proceedings shall be held at Delhi and shall be governed by the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 as amended from time to time. 
27.
The Courts of Delhi will have jurisdiction over any legal dispute arising under the proposed contract between the Transporter and Doordarshan News.
