Distribution of DD News Channel, DD-India Channel, Regional Language Channels (Doordarshan Channels)  Prasar Bharati

1. Prasar Bharati (Broadcasting Corporation of India) has an exclusive 24 hour Television News Channel, exclusive 24 hour 11 Regional Language Television Channels (known as Doordarshan) which are broadcast from its Stations located in the capitals of various States in India. 2. The programme content of the TV Channels inter-alia comprises of  Entertainment Serials/Feature Films/ Film based programmes/ Business Shows/Music and Dance/Cookery shows/ Travelogues/Documentaries/ Children’s programmes/News & Current affairs/ developmental issues etc.
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3. Territories

Prasar Bharati invites bids for distribution of the aforesaid channels in USA(except           DD-India, DD-News, DD-Punjabi and DD-Bangla , Canada (except DD-India),  U.K., Egypt, Kenya, Uganda, Zimbabwe, South Africa, Mauritius, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan,  Kirgistan, Tajikistan,  Turkmenistan, Ukraine, Uzbekistan, Afghanistan, Pakistan, Nepal, Bhutan, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, Maldives, Myanmar, Thailand, Hong Kong, Singapore, Malaysia, Indonesia, Philippines, Australia, New Zealand,  Fiji Island, Japan, China, South Korea, Taiwan and Seychelles through DTH platform(s) and through cable networks excluding Broadband, Internet,  Multimedia right etc. 

4.
Term
The agreement for distribution and marketing of the channels shall be for a period of 5 years and may be renewed for a further period of five years on mutually agreed terms.

5.
Signal Distribution

(a) Successful bidder will have to exclusively distribute the TV Channel(s) for which his bid is approved.  

(b) The successful bidder shall downlink the signals wherever available, directly. Alternatively, the bidder shall have to make his own arrangements to transport the signals from India to the territory he has bid for, at his own cost.

The Doordarshan(television) signals are available on PAS-10, PAS-9, INSAT series of satellites (C-Band/S-Band) in Free to Air Mode.  

(c) The successful bidder will have to make suitable arrangements for distribution of TV Channels on DTH and cable network through appropriate technology. The successful bidder will have to monitor the transmission for content and technical quality and send half-yearly reports to Prasar Bharati. The successful bidder will also maintain, at his cost, the off-telecast recordings of all the television transmission carried out on DTH and Cable platforms at least for a period of 90 days from the date of broadcast and produce the same as and when required for settling disputes.

6.
Customer Management Service (CMS)
The successful bidder will have to establish / provide Customer Management Services including distribution of the channels to the subscribers, billing, collection of payment including distribution of IRDs, Smart Cards, etc. As a part of the CMS, the 
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successful bidder will have to maintain a database of number of subscribers and supply details to Prasar Bharati every quarter.

7(a).
Editing of Programme Content 

The successful bidder will have to transmit the channel in full without any editing or change.  However he shall have the right to insert commercials. The signals may be subjected to store and forward facility for introduction of appropriate delays to match with the local time. The successful bidder may create, edit, reproduce and exhibit promotional segments or clips of programming.

(b)
The successful bidder shall ensure that the Doordarshan logo is displayed at all times and is not blanked out from the transmission. 

8.
Electronic Programme Guide (EPG)
The successful bidder will have to prepare EPGs from the Fixed Point Chart (FPC) provided by Prasar Bharati and load them on appropriate platforms in the relevant territory and also make arrangements for the conditional access system necessary in that territory at his own cost.

9. Revenue from Local Advertisements

The successful bidder shall have the right to retain all proceeds from advertisements inserted by him. 

10.
Performance Bank Guarantee 

The successful bidder will submit a performance Bank Guarantee  from a scheduled Indian bank equivalent to 10% of the contract amount within four weeks of the execution of the agreement failing which the EMD shall stand forfeited.  The performance Bank Guarantee  shall be kept alive throughout the agreement period.

11.
Payment Schedule
The consideration amount shall be payable in 10  installments. The first installment shall be paid at the time of the signing of the agreement; the second  installment on or  before nine months after the signing of the agreement and the subsequent installments shall be paid in advance on or before the start of each six months period. Any delay in payment shall attract interest @ 15% per annum. However this shall be without prejudice to the right of Prasar Bharati to terminate the agreement with immediate effect on account of non payment and to encash the performance guarantee. 
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12.
All payments due to Prasar Bharati from the successful bidder shall be made without deduction of any taxes or charges of any nature whatsoever, which if applicable, will be borne and paid only by the successful bidder.

13.
The successful bidder shall start distribution of the channels within six months of the signing of the agreement on DTH platform/Cable Network failing which the EMD shall be forfeited. 
14.
The successful bidder will at his cost take necessary insurance coverage as required by applicable law, rules, and regulations in respect of the service in the territory. Documents in respect of such insurance coverage will be furnished to Prasar Bharati.

15. Any party may terminate the agreement by a written notice in the event of any breach on the part of the other party (party in breach) which remains un-remedied for a period of 45 days after service of a written notice

16.
The bids shall be made on the basis of ‘Two bid system” and shall comprise of a ‘Technical bid’ and a ‘Commercial bid’ which should be put in separate sealed covers with appropriate headings and the two covers should be put together in another sealed cover. The ‘Technical bid’ should contain the EMD and all other technical details without mentioning the offered consideration. The ‘Commercial bid’ should contain the consideration offered and all other commercial details of the offer. Any bid not bearing signatures of the Authorized Signatory of the bidder on all the documents accompanying the bid will be rejected.

17.
Separate bids shall be submitted for each territory and each channel. Bids can be made by individuals, proprietorship concerns, partnerships, companies etc. Any person/entity can also make multiple bids. 

Each bid shall be accompanied by:

(a)
A Non-refundable processing fee of US$ 250 (US $ Two Hundred & Fifty Only) to be paid through a crossed bank draft drawn in favour of PBBCI, Directorate General, Doordarshan, New Delhi and payable at any bank in New Delhi.

(b)   An Earnest Money Deposit per territory and per channel through a crossed           bank draft drawn in favour of PBBCI, Directorate General, Doordarshan, New Delhi and payable at any bank in New Delhi. The EMD for the territories  shall be as under:-

The EMD shall be returned to the unsuccessful bidders within six months, from the date of opening of the bid.  In case of successful bid, the deposit will be adjusted against second installment.

The successful bidder shall confirm his acceptance within 10 days of the issue of the letter awarding the bid and shall enter into an agreement with Prasar Bharati within 30 days of the issue of award letter failing which the Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) shall be forfeited and the next highest bidder will be awarded the contract.
